In the beginning, outreach workers and persons 
working in the community realized that one of 
the needs of a large majority of county 
residents was a place where they could 
purchase good, gently-used clothing at 
reasonable prices.  Thus the stores were 
created.  In 1974, the Schoharie County Council 
of Senior Citizens, Inc., took over the 
sponsorship of the stores and added 
homemade crafts to the inventory made by the 
senior of Schoharie County. 
 

How are they stocked? 
 
Used miscellaneous items are stocked by 
generous donations of clothing and small 
household items from individuals, churches and 
various organizations.  Anyone who donates can 
request a “tax deductible” statement for the 
fair market value of the items.  This system not 
only stocks the stores but gives tax credit to the 
donor.
